The “Batch”, version 10, workbook has no operational changes not already included in “Step 4.doc”. There are a few “cosmetic changes, however.
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The above screenshot shows the “Manual Processing” area. Everything remains the same as in “Step 4.doc” except for a little “eye candy”, regarding formatting. Operation, for this method remains unchanged.

In the latest update for the database, there are a few additions on sheet “Daily”, and on “Sheet 1”.
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The above screenshot shows “Sheet 1”, the “Daily Play” area,  where we can scratch horses as we process the race cards, or after we have processed them and want to add more scratches as race time nears.
The first step, after clicking the “Import Daily” button on sheet “D”, is to click the “Unique” button to get all our imported cards populated in columns A through D. Next we want to start processing our cards.
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The above screenshot shows the drop-down box where we can select races to process and/or scratch horses. To process new cards that have just been imported, click the arrow in the drop-down box and scroll up to the first race. Click that race, then click the “Choose Race” button, below the drop-down box. This will place the runners for that race, starting in cell E14. If you need to scratch a horse from this race, find that horse and, on the same row over in the “Scratch” column, column H, type a “1” in that column, on the same row for that horse. After you have scratched all the horses you want, at this time, Click the “Save/Scratches   Change/Scratches” button. Then click the “Save To Daily” button. This will add the remaining un-scratched horses in column I. Now, goback to the drop-down box and click the arrow, and click the 2nd race, and follow the previous instructions for processing and scratching horses, click “Choose Race”, then scratch any horses, click “Save/Scratches   Change/Scratches”, then click “Save To Daily”. Go back to the drop-down box and continue processing races and scratching horses until you have processed all the cards in the drop-down box.

Next, for those of you who had previously downloaded the database, before this version, I will discuss the changes in this version, in more detail. At the bottom of the next set of instructions, is the continuation of these Daily Play steps, after all cards have been processed and horses have been scratched. But, please read all the following instructions because an explanation is given for doing “late scratches”, as post time nears.
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In the above screenshot of “Sheet 1”, the “Daily Play” area, there are a couple of new buttons, and the “Scratch Horses” button has been renamed “Save/Scratches   Change/Scratches”. I also noticed, after releasing this version, that the top 2 buttons are misspelled. The top left button should read “Choose Race” and the top right button should read “Erase Daily”. I’ll correct these 2 errors in the uploaded file. You can change them yourself by right clicking the buttons, selecting “Edit Text”, and adding the missing letters. Then click an empty cell away from the button to deselect the button. These 2 buttons continue to perform as in “Step 3.doc”.
The “Save/Scratches   Change/Scratches” button replaces the “Scratch Horses” button described in “Step 3.doc”. The new button performs the task of the old “Scratch Horses” button, but, also allows you to selectively change/update scratches in individual races, without having to go through the whole card as before, which will you save you much time over the previous method, as post times near. Just go up to the drop-down box, in cell E1, select the race you want to update, click the “Remove Race” button, click the “Choose Race” button, make any scratch changes you want, then click the “Save/Scratches   Change/Scratches” button. Then click the “Save To Daily” button to update the list of unscratched horses in column I, and also, on sheet “Daily” the horses’ data starting in cell A17.

You’ll notice some changes in column H also. “Race Being Processed” shows the race you are working on. “Orig Number Runner/Race” shows the original number of entries for the current race, before any scratches were done. “Scratched Horses” shows the number of horses that have been scratched from the current race. “Remaining” shows the number of entries in the current race, after scratches have been made.
To scratch a horse in the current race, type a “1” in column H, below “Scratch?”, on the same row as the horse you wish to scratch.

Once you have updated the scratches, go to sheet “Setups”, recall each of the setups for all your cards, and click “Apply To Daily”. This will update your picks on sheet “Daily”.
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The above screenshot shows the picks area on sheet “Daily”. The screenshot shows that updates have been made to the original picks. Once you have updated scratches and re-applied your setups, for all your cards, the post-updated picks will appear at the top of the picks list, highlighted blue, in the “Settime” column, column HV. Note that the date stamps for those highlighted picks are later than the ones below, the original picks. Note that there were originally 10 picks, now there are only 8, due to the updating of scratched horses.
Now let’s talk about saved setups, on sheet “Setups”. The question had arisen concerning deleting setups, and I had wondered about that myself. Harry incorporated a way to delete individual setups in version 10. As you know, you have always had the ability to delete all saved setups by clicking the “Erase Setups” button, at the top of sheet “Setups”, this erases all setups on that sheet.

If you want to remove only 1 or more setups, but not all setups, it is now very easy to do. Remember how we recall a setup, by right clicking the “Date” cell for that setup? Well to delete a setup, we follow the same process, except, instead of right clicking the “Date” cell, we right click the “NumHrses” cell, for that particular setup. The “NumHrses” cell is located to the far right of the same row as the “Date” cell. Just right click that cell and that setup will be deleted. The process actually deletes all the rows for that setup, so if you have added anything in cells to the right of that setup, and you delete that setup, whatever you added on those rows will also be deleted.

Below is a screenshot showing the location of the “NumHrses” cell for a setup:
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Well, that’s it for now, and Harry and I agree that these latest versions, effectively, ends the Beta testing for both workbooks, although I’m sure additional updates will be made in the future.

So, we are out of the Beta era and are now in the “working” era, so, GET BUSY!!!!!

Please keep all of us informed as you learn new ways of using the workbooks, as well as feedback on any remaining bugs, questions, or suggestions.

I hope to see many more users posting live plays on any of the forums or websites we frequent. Remember, the more users we get, the more information we can obtain, regarding “best practices” and new approaches, regarding the use of both workbooks.

A note from Harry, remember that filtering on too many factors often results in “overfitting” and tends to be less predictive for future play. 2 or 3 strong factors is better than many, weaker,  factors

Harry and I, both, want to thank you for participating in this project and hope the project continues to grow. Of course, we both think this project is unique and one of the best, if not THE BEST, handicapping methodology available, and the price is as good as it gets!!!
