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Ok, let’s start where we left off in “Step 1”. If you remember, we had filtered on only 6f distances, and had found a good factor in “Best L2 Comp2”. We set the filter settings, for that factor, to 9 and 11, which would return only horses ranked 10, or the top ranked horses in each race. You can see these 2 filter settings in the screenshot at the top of this page. The graph, below that, shows an inclining slope and we see that our bankroll increased from $1000 to almost $1600, after about 67 plays. That’s a very good increase in bankroll, but, as you can see in the graph, there are some pretty drastic fluctuations and some pretty long losing streaks along the way. What I want to do now is to see if I can find another factor or 2 that will smooth out that increase in bankroll, so that we don’t have as many losing streaks, and not quite so much fluctuation in the slope of the graph. To do this we need to look at the “analyze utility” again and see if some other factors are showing good hit rate and good ROI.

So, let’s look at the analyze utility again and see what factors might help smooth out the bankroll growth line. Look at the following screenshot. We see that both “JockROI” and “Work Dist” have good win% and good ROI. “JockROI appears to be more consistent with the top 3 rankings and the top 3 ROI all looking good, for that factor. So let’s try “JockROI” and see what happens to our graph. Since we have the same win% for the 3 top ranked horses, let’s query on the top 3 ranked horses and see what happens. To filter on the top 3 horses we need the query to return the 8th, 9th, and 10th ranked horses. To get that we can leave the maximum setting at 11, and we can change the minimum setting to 7. So, these settings will cause ranked horses above 7 and below 11 to be returned, that is the 8th, 9th and 10th ranked horses.
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The screenshot below shows that we have changed the settings for “JockROI” to min 7 and max 11 (the 8th, 9th, and 10th ranked horses in each race, that also have the top ranking in “Best L2 Comp2”.

Now, let’s “Divide 1st Segment” again, and look at the graph.
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As you can see, the bankroll increased from the $1600 we had before to about $1700, but, our number of plays decreased dramatically and the left side of the line looks flat, meaning we are only breaking even in the first 6 plays. Let’s try the other factor we found that had good win% and good ROI, “Work Dist”. Let’s put the settings for “JockROI back where they were, -1 and 11, and then change the “Work Dist” settings to 7 and 11, the top 3 ranked horses for this factor.
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Now, let’s “Divide 1st Segment” again and look at the graph.
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Well, we didn’t really help ourselves with that factor, as a matter of fact, I tried a lot of other factors with no real improvement, but I did find one factor that did help, that was %E. I experimented with several minimum values for this factor and found that a minimum rank of  3 worked best. So, for %E, I made the settings 3 and 11, which means that when we cut out the 2 worst rankings for this factor we get a graph like this:
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As you can see, not only did our bank grow from our previous high of $1600 to almost $1800, our losing streaks were decreased also, and we still got 61 plays out of  it. Let’s look at our Summary report for this setup.
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As you see here, we started with $1000 and ended with $1752, our average mutual payout was $10.14, while our largest/MAX mutual payout was $49. We had 61 plays, our Win% was 31.1% and our ROI was 57.9%. You also will notice that Place and Show bets also showed positive ROIs. Not too shabby!

Let’s keep this setup. The way we do that is:

Name the setup using something that is descriptive of the setup. I have decided to name this one “HOU_6f_Dirt”. So, in the screenshot below you’ll see that I typed that name into the cell just to the right of our bottom most filters.
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Remember we had previously set the “Surface” filter to “D”, meaning we only wanted to work with races run on the dirt. We had also filtered on “Track Code” “HOU”, or only races run at Sam Houston. After we have named the setup, we’re ready to save it, so we can recall it later, either for further research or for daily play. To save the setup we click the “Save Setup” button, shown in the screenshot below.
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When we click “Save Setup” a copy of the filter area is pasted on sheet “Setups”. So, if we click on the “Setups” worksheet tab, we will see our setup there. Below is a screenshot of my “Setups” sheet, showing the setup we just named and saved.
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You can save as many setups as you want, well that is, as many as will fit in the 65,000+ rows of the worksheet.

Ok, I’m going to show you how to recall previously “saved” setups. It’s really simple. The screenshot below shows the filter area put back to default values, however, it doesn’t matter what state the filter area is in when you decide to recall a previously saved setup.
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As you see, all the filters are wide open, no filters have been changed from their default settings. So, if I want to recall the setup we made earlier, here’s what I would do:

Click the “Setups” tab, at the bottom of the spreadsheet, to get to the “Setups” sheet. Remember, all saved setups are copied to the “Setups” worksheet.

Now scroll down until you see the setup named “HOU_6f_Dirt”. The screenshot below shows that setup on my “Setups” sheet, notice the pointer is pointing to the name of the setup.
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Now, move the mouse cursor to the “Date” cell, for that setup, then right click that cell, see below that I have moved the cursor to the “Date” cell.
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When I right click the “Date” cell, that setup is recalled to sheet D, and replaces whatever was there before the recall. Here’s filter area, after I right clicked the “Date” cell:
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As you can see, if you compare this screenshot with the one we saved earlier, it’s identical, in every way.

That’s all there is to recalling a previously saved setup. We can now use this setup to do further research or we can use it as the setup for finding plays that match it, on a brand new race card, for “Daily Play”. This particular setup would look for matching filter settings, HOU, 6f, dirt, in our new race card and if any races match those filter settings the other filter settings will find the plays for those races. 

I’ll show how we use recalled setups for “Daily Play” in the next set of instructions.
